All Star Player/Parent Agreement Form

To Parents & Players:

LMGSA will be considering players to be included on the All Star nomination list.  To be eligible for this, we require a commitment from both the player and the parent(s).  Each player and parent must declare a commitment to attend all practices and games pending illness or injury.  The commitment begins approximately the 2nd week of May and continues through June 22nd, with the possibility of continuing through August 5th.  
Any player who has participated with a travel ball team after March 31st, 2009 is NOT eligible for All Stars per ASA rules. (Participation includes a practice, game, or tryout with any travel team, ASA or non ASA.)

The All Star teams will play a minimum of 3 to 4 tournaments in May and June with the possibility of qualifying to play beyond and through August 5th.  Practices could be 4 to 6 days a week, however, in case of conflicts during the regular LMGSA playing season, regular season practices and games take precedence over any All Star activity.
Tournament dates are: (* if the team qualifies)

1. La Mirada Memorial Day Tournament – May 22-25th 

2. La Habra or Brea Tournament –  May 29-May31st 
3. District Tournament in Norwalk – June 26-28th  

4. * State Championships in Lancaster/Palmdale – July 11-13th 
5. * National Championships – July 27-Aug 3rd 
(Each manager may decide to enter additional tournaments to those listed based upon LMGSA approval)

Participation on LMGSA All Star teams involves travel, and as a member of the team, each parent must recognize this and will be responsible for all travel expenses, meals, and overnight accommodations as necessary.  The estimated cost to reach the State Championship is $300-$500 per player, and most teams use fundraisers to generate funds.  All Star team parents are required to work in LMGSA’s Memorial Day tournament, the District Tournament, and are also required to work in the firework stand over July 4th weekend.

All Star teams are competitive and all players may not play in all games, nor are they guaranteed specific playing time.  Missing team events impacts the entire team morale and performance, so only verifiable illness, player school events, or emergencies will be considered excused absences.  Only 4 other absences for other reason (unexcused) will be allowed through the State tournament.  Each game missed is an unexcused absence.  Any failure to comply with the terms of this agreement will subject the player to possible immediate removal from the team and could remove a player from future consideration as an All Star nominee.  This commitment is required until the All Star Team is eliminated from Championship play at the District, State, or National Tournaments.  All play after elimination from Championship play is not mandatory.
