The challenger Division accommodates participants ages 5 through 18. 
What’s our Philosophy?

The philosophy of the Little League Challenger Division is to offer athletic activity for challenged youth within the community. More than the skills of baseball are learned through this experience. The Little League Challenger Division provides therapeutic and socialization benefits by participating on a baseball team with other youths. 

So what’s the bottom line?

All children want to run, jump and play; be successful; to feel worthwhile and to just have some fun!  Children want to belong no matter what their challenges in life may be. The Challenger Division is like a dream come true for these special children to actually be on a real team and playing baseball!

Eligibility

Accommodates participants ages 5 through 18 as of April 30th 2008 or the completion of high school, with physical and mental disabilities.

The most fundamental goal of the Challenger Division is to give everyone a chance to play, regardless of limitations.
