Instructions for Mail in Registration and Certification

 The Suffolk County PAL Baseball League has instituted a new way to register and certify your team.  We recognize that it is often difficult to attend registration and certification meetings, so we have implemented a mail in format which all can use.

Mail in Registration

Mail in your completed registration form, along with a check made payable to the Suffolk County PAL. Please remember to include the following items

1. Registration Form and a check for all fees due.

2. If you have your own insurance, you must send a copy of your insurance with PAL and the Town of Islip as co-insured. This must be an endorsed copy of the Insurance form, and it must meet all of our requirements. If you wish to purchase PAL Insurance, Complete the Associate Member forms and enclose those forms and  the additional $150.00 fee   

3. Bond Money (If needed) if you have a bond on file, or do not know if your organization has a bond, contact Don Yorie at 268-4797 for the amount left on your bond or to determine if you have a bond. If you do not have a bond please enclose the appropriate fee as indicated on your registration form. 

We will mail back to you the canary copy of the form after it has been reviewed for accuracy. If you have purchased PAL Insurance, the Insurance form will be sent to the facility  (School District, Township, Etc). PAL will handle all injury claims via the PAL office for those insured by PAL.   If items are missing or are incorrect we will advise you via phone, e-mail or by mail. You will have one additional week to complete what is missing and mail it back.  

Mail in Certification

In order to utilize the mail in Certification you must complete and mail in the following items.

1. Completed roster form with all required signatures

2. Photo copy of all team members Birth Certificates.

Your will receive back by mail a certified copy of your roster along with your birth certificates.  Any deficiencies will be noted and you will be contacted to correct them.
