	Line drive hits the pitcher’s mound and then lands in foul territory between 3rd and home.  FAIR OR FOUL?

	6
	B1 grounds to F6. The shortstop’s throw is not in time to get B1 at first, but B1 misses 1st base as he overruns the bag.  The umpire knows that B1 missed the bag so he doesn’t make a safe signal.  IS THE UMPIRE CORRECT?

	Runners on 1st and 2nd – No outs.  Batter hits a popup. 2nd baseman calls  for the ball – easy play.  He lets the ball drop and does not touch the ball.  Runner from 2nd is thrown out at third and called out by umpire.  IS THE UMPIRE CORRECT?

	Runners on 1st and 2nd no outs.  Ground Ball in the infield. Shortstop is just about to make the play when the runner, running in the baseline from 2nd to 3rd , collides with the Shortstop.  The shortstop can’t make any play.  RULING?

	When the ball is put in play at the start of or during a game, all fielders other than the catcher shall be in fair territory.  TRUE OR FALSE?

	Bottom of the 6th, score tied,(3 to 3).  Two outs, count 3 balls and 2 strikes.  Pitcher delivers pitch -  Ball four.  The runner at 3rd touches home plate and the batter-runner and all other runners run into home plate to congratulate the winning run. None of the base runners or batter-runner touch their awarded base.  RULING?
	The game is still tied and goes into extra innings if league rules permit extra innings

	Foul tip rebounds from the catcher’s chest protector into the catcher’s glove.  Is it a catch and may runners advance at their own risk?

	Batter squares around to bunt.  Batter does not move the bat toward the ball in flight. Batter does not pull the bat back. There is no contact between the bat and the ball.  IS IT A STRIKE?

	13
	Runner on 1st. As the batter swings at a pitched ball, the catcher gets his glove in the way and the bat hits the glove.  The batter hits a line drive to the outfield.  Rightfielder catches the ball on one bounce,  and throws the batter/runner out at first. RULING?
	Catcher’s interference.  Batter goes to first, runner on 1st goes to 2nd.

	Batter hits to infielder who throws wild in an attempt to retire the batter at first.  Ball hits the coach and bounds toward the outfield.  Runner continues and slides into 2nd safely.  RULING?
	No Interference, runner proceeds to 2nd at own risk

	15
	Runners on 1st and 3rd base,  two out.  Batter hits to shortstop who makes play at 2nd on the runner come from 1st base.  Runner on 3rd touches home before the out at 2nd.  Does the run count?

	Bases loaded, runner on 2nd leaves too soon.  Batter hits a double, how many runs scored?

	Runner on 2nd attempts to steal third.  The pitch hits the batter.  The ball rolls toward the backstop.  Runner continues home and scores.  RULING?
	Deadball, runner returns to 2nd

	18
	Runner standing on third base.  Batter hits a sharp grounder which hits the runner while he is on the base.  Is the runner out?
	YES

	19
	Two strikes on the batter.  On the pitch, the runner attempts to steal 2nd.  The batter is hit by the pitch as he swings at the pitch.  RULING?
	dead ball, the runner returns to 1st and the batter is out on strike 3

	20
	Runners on 2nd and 3rd base.  Pitcher makes a wild pitch.  Ball leaves the playing area.  PLACE RUNNERS.
	Runner at 3rd scores, runner at 2nd goes to 3rd

	21
	Runners on 1st and 2nd 1 out.  Ground ball to the second basemen.  Runner going from 2nd to 3rd collides with the Shortstop and falls down. The second basemen makes the play and throws to first for the putout.  The first basemen throws the ball to the third basemen who tags the runner going from 2nd to 3rd  The umpire rules a double play, inning over.  IS UMPIRE CORRECT?

	Runner on 2nd and 3rd – 1 out.  Batter hits a fly ball to left center.  Ball hits off left fielder’s glove into the air and is caught by the centerfielder before the ball hits the ground.  Runners left their bases when the ball touched the Leftfielder’s glove.  An appeal is made on both runners because the runners left their base before the catch.  Umpire rules both runners out.  IS HE CORRECT?
