2007 Minor league – FLL Rules

Note that the Little League international rules apply, with the exception of the following.  Inter-league rules are also listed in parenthesis.  These should be discussed with the opposing coaches prior to the game.

1) Continuous Batting order.

2) Free substitution.

3) Each player must have Minimum playing time of 9 defensive outs.

4) 10 players can play in the field at any time (6 infield, 4 outfield).  The four out fielders must start the play in the grass. (inter-league limit of 9). 

5) No minimum numbers of players are needed to play a game. (inter-league; 9 to start game)

6) No new inning will start after 1.5 hours from the scheduled start time.  If the start time is 5:30, and there is a 7:00 PM game scheduled afterward, no new inning will start after 6:45 PM.  The coaches can choose to play up to 2 hours if agreed upon.  (Inter-league – 2 hours max)

7) No bunting or stealing.

8) A maximum of five runs can be scored in any inning except for the last inning which has no limit.

9) No slaughter rule.

10) The home team should provide the behind the plate umpire, the Visiting team should provide the field umpire.

11) If the bases are loaded and a walk is issued, a coach from the batting team will pitch to the batter.  The batter will then get 3 swings (no called strikes).  Note that the batter will continue to bat with fouls balls.

12) If the bases are loaded and the batter gets hit with a pitch, the batter will automatically get first base, and a run scored.

13) Runners can advance until the ball is under control anywhere in the in-field.  This includes over-throws.

Pitching Rules:

1) A player may pitch in only 6 innings per week.  (Sunday through Saturday).

Example – The player is eligible to pitch 6 innings on Saturday and 6 again on the following Monday.  They are NOT eligible to pitch 6 innings on Monday and 6 more on the following Saturday.

2) One pitch in any inning constitutes an entire inning pitched.

3) If a player pitches in more than one inning, the player requires one calendar day of rest.  A player pitching in only one inning is eligible the next day to pitch. 

4) A pitcher can be removed from the pitching position, and reentered in that position in a different inning.  This reentry can occur once during the game.  (Inter-league: the pitcher must stay in the game in order to be available to reenter as a pitcher).
