THE HOME TEAM will occupy the third base dug out and play defense first.  The home team of the first game on the diamond is also responsible for setting up the pitching machine.

THE VISITING TEAM will occupy the first base dug out and bat first.  The visiting team of the last game on the diamond is also responsible for returning the pitching machine and power cords to the equipment shed.

PTICHING MACHINE -Atech Rookie Model.  The machine should be set at the slowest speed that throws the ball on a relatively flat plane.  (As little arch as possible.)

GAME BALLS- Weekday games will be scheduled for 5:30 PM and 6:45 PM.  Weekend games will be scheduled on a 1 ½ hour rotation (play as many innings as possible) get started on time and change fielders as quickly as possible.  If necessary, start an inning while the catcher is getting ready. Try not to start an inning after 1 hour and 20 minutes to be able to get the teams in playing after you. Be courteous and use common sense.
An adult volunteer will be required for feeding the pitching machine and another adult volunteer will be required to assist the catcher.

THE DEFENSIVE TEAM shall field 10 players in the following positions:  

Catcher—behind the plate (required to wear full catchers gear and protective cup, both boys and girls.)

Pitcher—next to and behind the pitching machine

4 infielders—1st, 2nd, 3rd, and short stop

4 outfielders—right, right-center, left-center, and left field

Unlimited substitutions are allowed; however, in order to speed up play, it is recommended that players be substituted every other inning at the most.  During the course of the season each player should have the opportunity to play every position on the field.  
It is the manager and coach’s responsibility to preprare every player for every fielding position.

DEAD BALL-The play will end when an outfielder returns the batted ball to the infield.  The ball need NOT be in control of an infielder.

THE OFFENSIVE TEAM will utilize a continuous batting order for all players present.  Each batter will be pitched” a maximum of 5 balls for their “at-bat”.  A batter may swing at all 5 pitches.  Additional balls may be pitched if there are erratic pitches from the machine.  Once again, try to get 5 balls that produce consistent flight for each game.  Each batter is required to wear a batting helmet.  

No balls or strikes are called.

A STRIKE OUT is recorded if the batter does not bat one of the five-pitched balls into the field of play.  (A foul ball is counted as one of the five-pitched balls.)  

No intentional bunting is allowed.  This action counts as a pitch.

No walks are awarded.

Each batter and base runner may advance only when the batted ball is put into play.

If a batted ball hits the pitching machine or the adult volunteer operating the mach9in, the “DEAD BALL” rule applies and base runners can safely advance to their next base (batter to firs, runner at first to second, etc.)

Base runners MAY NOT lead off of the base.

Base runners MAY NOT advance beyond the next base during the “Dead Ball” time.

Base runners MAY NOT advance on an overthrow.

Base runner MAY continue to advance to the next vase while the batted ball is in the outfield.

No on deck batters allowed.

AN INNING –A half inning is defined as ONE of the following (which ever occurs first):  


The defense records three outs (catching fly balls, throwing out base runners, strike outs.)


The offense scores five runs.


The offense bats through their lineup once.

Official scores and standings are NOT recorded for this INSTRUCTIONAL DIVISION.
