2007 Rookie league – FLL Rules 

Note that the Little League international rules apply, with the exception of the following.

1) Continuous Batting order.

2) Free substitution.

3) Each player must have Minimum playing time of 9 defensive innings.

4) Coaches should agree before the game as to how many players can be in the field defensively.  Recommend the 6 in-field positions, and the remaining players go in the grass…in the outfield.

5) No minimum number of players are needed to play a game.

6) No new inning will start after 1 1/2 hours from the scheduled start time.  If the start time is 5:30, and there is a 7:00 PM game scheduled afterward, no new inning will start after 6:45 PM.  (inter-league; limit of 2 hours) 

7) No bunting or stealing.

8) A maximum of five runs can be scored in any inning except for the last inning which has no limit.

9) No slaughter rule.

10) Runners can continue to advance until the ball arrives in the in-field (ie does not have to be in control).  No additional bases on over-throws.

11) Batters will receive 3 strikes or a maximum of 5 hittable pitches.  The batter can continue after foul balls.

12) A coach for the batting team will operate the pitching machine.  Either that coach or a coach on the bases should be the umpire.
