Elite Team Residential Camp (Club/High School Teams)

This residential camp session will be devoted to the development of
Club/High School Teams. Players will gain a better tactical under-
standing of the roles and responsibilities within the structure of the
team. Training session topics will be determined by match analysis so
that each team will receive training that is uniquely matched to its
needs. Goalkeepers will receive daily specialized training from the
FSU goalkeeping coach.

Additional topics to be covered will include; Video Analysis, MCL/ACL
injury prevention, nutrition for the elite athlete, and guidance in the
college recruiting process.

A
nightly coaches meeting will be held where ideas will be presented
and exchanged with Mark Krikorian and the FSU soccer staff.
