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Milwaukee Sport Club Old-Timers
By Emmeric Strigens

Scott Wesline has asked me to put together a few words about the “Old Timers”...who are they?...what are they
all about etc.etc. Although | initially intended to give you a brief history of the MSC and an explanation of how our
background influenced the decisions we made after our Major Division playing days were over, | decided not to
bore you with those details, since most of you weren’t born yet when this Club was founded..

A soccer club or social club back in Europe usually is considered a home away from home for many of its mem-
bers. Their loyalty to their club could never be compromised and membership, more often than not, became a life
-time commitment. In other words, after their playing days were over, they continued their membership in the
Club...became coaches in the Youth, Major and Reserve divisions and contributed to the well being of the Club
wherever they could. Since most of the MSC "Old-Timers were born overseas, | concluded that it was our back-
ground and that of our parents, that influenced our decisions to stay somewhat active in our Club and give a little
pay-back for all that we received over the years from the MSC.

Now... let’s take a look who some of these Old-Timers are and how they contributed to the MSC on and off the
field....

1 Joe “Opa” Scherer was one of the founders of the MSC in 1953. He and Fred Begale played for the
Milwaukee Sport Club Majors in the 1950s and 1960s. Both continue to be actively involved with the “Old
Timers” today.

1 Thanks to the efforts of Nick Schimpf, the UDOM purchased an additional 13 acres of land in the late
1980s and with the help of Al Bauer (another Old-Timer) who had connections with the Army Corps of
Engineers, most of that land was turned into three additional soccer fields. The additional fields, coupled
with a rejuvenated Youth Soccer program in the early 90’s, made the MSC one of the elite soccer clubs
in Wisconsin.

1 Frank Geibl, Eddie Rack, Emmeric Strigens, Alex Schulko, Frank Hazi, Dave Scherer and Rob
Gottschlich played major roles in the success of our Major division teams in the late 50s, 60,s 70s and
80s....After their playing days were over, they coached our youth and adult teams for many years there-
after..

1 Old Timers.. Jack Weissgerber, Joe Schmich, Frank Geibl, Emmeric Strigens, Nick Schimpf also

served numerous terms as President of the MSC.

Eddie Rack was treasurer for over 20 years and continues today as a MSC Board Trustee.

Eddie Rack, Frank Geibl, Emmeric Strigens, Alex Schulko, Ferdinand Kindler, Frank Hazi, Fred

Begale, Dave Scherer and Rob Gottschlich (all currently active Old Timers) continue to play a key

role in the IN-Door set-up and tear-down. Obviously, our indoor program has saved the Club thousands

of dollars over the years and has provided an excellent facility for our Youth to hone their soccer skills

during the Winter months.

1 15 MSC players have been inducted into the Wisconsin Soccer Hall of Fame, 8 of them are still
active with the MSC Old-Timers,

In addition to field maintenance, the Old Timers do enjoy weekly soccer work-outs consisting of Slow Motion
Precision Soccer... and of course, following these work-outs we always share a few cold-ones, rehash games
and plays from years ago... and above all enjoy the camaraderie... esprit de corps if you will, with our Old-Time
soccer buddies.

As we see it, the challenge for the MSC in the future is to find a way to continue this Old-Timer tradition. The Club
needs to put more emphasis in retaining their members after the kids have graduated from the Youth and adult
soccer programs. They need to start their own over 30, over 40 programs. After all, we're getting up in age and
now have to change our classification from U-70 to U-80. U-90 may be a bit of a reach for most of us.
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
