1. Minutes from last meeting:  Kevin Pennington made a motion to accept the minutes of the January 8, 2006 BOD meeting.  The motion was 2nd and the motion passed.
2. Little League Road Show:  The LL Road show will be February 11, 2006 @ SAHS from 8:30 – 4:30.  The fee is $15.00 in advance and $20. at the door.  Danny Kessler will be sending pre-registration Monday, January 30 to District 3.  If anyone else plans to pre-register, be sure Danny receives a completed form prior to Monday’s deadline.
3. Registration:  

a. Coverage for SALL registration stations is needed.  Softball, LL Baseball, Jr/Sr Baseball, Farm system and Cashier.  VP and Coordinators are responsible to see that respective stations are staffed.

b. Advertising – Jim Lewis will be contacting area schools again this week, emphasizing baseball/softball registration.  To date, 69 applicants have signed which represents about 14% of a typical year.  Jim advised everyone that there are three more sign-ups available for chartered teams and for managers to contact returning players.  

c. Danny Kessler provided a list, by team, of all chartered players that have signed as of 1/28/06.

d. Kevin sent the notice to the newspapers and Tim and Dave verified it being printed.

4. Tryouts:  Jim Lewis opened the floor to questions.
a. Kevin questioned equipment, persons to work, etc.

b. Shaun Kessler and TJ Feazelle will help during the tryouts.

c. Jim wants the children’s numbers checked.  

5. Safety:  Kevin Pennington said, there needs to be a new net installed at Coleman to prevent foul balls from entering the softball field area.  The 35 x 85 net will cost $360.00 and be placed 50 feet in the air.  The subject was open for discussion.
a. Danny Kessler suggested the City pay for the net since it is in fact a City Park and that the City should address such safety issues.  Danny also asked if the City has been formally approached about funding the net.  Kevin indicated that the City Parks and Recreation Committee has spent a lot of money already on that field and is reluctant to spend any more money for now.

b. Bill Simmons and Tara Hammock recalled seeing a rolled-up net in a building.  

c. The issue is tabled until someone checks the net found in storage, and if can be used for the intended purpose. 

6. Project Committee Report:  Danny Kessler reported that four area contractors were provided information packs that included a cover letter, project scope, detailed floor plans and exterior sketches.  Interested companies are to respond by February 6, 2006 to setup an interview with the project team.  
a. Dave elaborated on the significant amount of materials donated to the project by area businesses. 

b. Danny secured the building permit.

c. Jim spoke with the City regarding water and sewer taps.

7. New Business: 

a. Dave indicated KFC and Tim Horton’s have expressed an interest in donating drink cups to all three fields.

b. Dave got pricing on new baseballs and practice balls.  

c. Julie Perry received gift certificates from Dick’s Sporting Goods valued at $300 in lieu of their sign fee.  Dave took possession of the certificates to purchase new practice balls from Dick’s.  

d. Bill Simmons expressed Jr. League manager(s) concern regarding registration of high school level players.  It was explained that pre registration allows the manager of a team to know how many players he needs prior to the player draft.  It also allows the player to reserve a spot on the team roster after his release by the high school team coach assuming they are picked up to play on the high school team.  The current high school baseball coach encourages playing Jr. league baseball and all stars after being released from the high school team.

e. Bill also made the motion to have Steve Simmons as Umpire-in –Chief for Jr./Sr. Baseball.  Danny Kessler 2nd.  The motion passed.

f. Tara Hammock nominated and made the motion to accept Dana Quickle for Softball Director.  Kevin Pennington 2nd, motion passed.

g. Tara Hammock nominated Mark Hickman as the manager of the team that will replace NAPA.  Mark was approved by secret ballot.

h. Tara Hammock made the motion to accept Rob Fisher as Umpire-in-Chief for softball.  Tim Feazelle 2nd.  After discussion, it was decided table the motion until Rob makes a decision on whether he intends to manage Bartlett’s baseball team.

i. Kenny Oxley has requested points compensation for a player trade from the previous season.  After reviewing the league Bylaws, that states points compensation for remaining years of eligibility, 50 % was awarded to City National.

j. Softball managers agree to an opening date of April 8, 2006.

k. Tara Hammock made the motion to release Peyton Hebb from H&M to Loop.  Managers from both teams are agreeable to the terms of the agreement.  Danny Kessler 2nd.  The motion passed.

l. Tara Hammock expressed the need for ground-care since the City finished installing the softball field lights.  Kevin Pennington will talk to Parks and Recreation Chairman, Dave Cunningham about fixing this.

m. Jim Lewis mentioned that March 1, 2006 is the deadline for submitting for hosting a tournament this year. 

n. Julie Perry reported that only two of the 23 chartered teams have renewed their team sponsorship.  Julie will send out the second notification on Monday, January 30, 2006.  

o. Mike Goodwin made the motion that all board members not planning to attend a player selection draft, that their proxy vote be delegated to the Vice Presidents.  Tara Hammock 2nd.  The motion passed.
