Students who wish to be considered for admission into the program must complete the following steps:

1. Complete the IB application. Request five teacher evaluations from academic areas (English, Math, Science, Social Studies, Foreign Language). The evaluation forms are with this application. The teachers should send their evaluations directly to Urbana High School.

2. Request that your counselor forward directly to Urbana High School your middle school and high school transcript along with your most recent report card and any test scores (PSAT, SAT).

3. Once the application has been submitted and the teacher evaluations and transcripts received by Urbana, you will be notified to schedule a date to sit for the writing sample.

4. Students who are accepted into the program will then work with the IB Coordinator and the counseling office of Urbana High to develop a schedule.

EXPECTATIONS OF THE

INTERNATIONAL BACCALAUREATE PROGRAMME

The International Baccalaureate Programme offers an accelerated learning experience that develops intellectual skills and emphasizes academic achievement through a rigorous course of study.  The International Baccalaureate curriculum is designed to stimulate the intelligence of young people and teach them to relate to the realities of a global society.

1. Academic expectations and grading standards are high; homework and independent study are mainstays for success in all courses grades 9-12.

2. IB Diploma candidates must be self-motivated and possess or acquire good time management and organizational skills.

3. IB Diploma candidates must complete a piece of independent research of at least 4,000 words (the Extended Essay) during their junior and senior years.

4. Foreign Language proficiency is a requirement of the IB Programme.

5. All IB Diploma candidates must take a rigorous exam in six subject groups by the end of their senior year.  Candidates must score a 4(on a 1 to 7 scale) or above to be successful.
6. Students must successfully complete all prerequisites before enrolling in the IB Diploma Programme.

7. The IB Programme emphasizes participation in school and community organizations.  Students are required to participate in 150 hours in the areas of creativity, action, and service (CAS) during their junior and senior years.

8. Students are expected to maintain academic proficiency, demonstrate dedication to classwork and homework, and conduct themselves in a proper and mature manner.

9. Parental involvement and support are crucial to a student’s success in the IB Programme.

10. Students and parents are expected to seek support through our guidance counselors and the IB Coordinator.
